Whereas, the Mouling National Park located in Uppiang District in the State of Arunachal Pradespairt of
Eastern Himalaya Biodiversity Hotspot encompassingut 483 square kilometres. The broad forest tfke area are
tropical and semi evergreen, sub-tropical broadiddaforest and sub temperate broad- leaved foridst. major
vegetations are subtropical forest, wet tempetests, mix coniferous forests and bamboo forests.
